Day I: Inauguration of Camp:

The students reached the village by 10.00 a.m. and cleaned the place of the
stay. Then students were given the opportunity to have an interaction with the
villagers and familiarize themselves with village. Then volunteers took out a rally
through village to introduce villagers to ensuing NSS camp. Just after rally, a
meeting was called in with village peoples and panchayat representatives. People
showed good response in return, they stood with us to help in all the odds. They
provided us place for stay, water for use and drinking.

We organised Inauguration Ceremony of the camp at 4.00 p.m. in the front of
Panchayat office. The camp was inaugurated by Chief-guest Suryakant Aglave Dist.

Day II:

The day started with morning assembly and Yoga exercises. After Breakfast
‘Shramdan’ was organised in the village to spread message about hygiene,
cleanliness and impact on environment and to make people aware of ‘Swacha
Bharat Abhiyan’. In the evening at 3.00 p.m. a lecture of Dr. Mahesh Mote was
organised on Andhashradha Nirmulan Dr. R. D. Patre was the president for this
Lecture.

The day started with shramdan. Volunteers removed dust heaps form the
premises of anganwadi and cleared the stagnate drainage while some volunteers
particularly girls divided themselves into subgroups and went for village survey.
Volunteers have collected the detailed information of number of families. They
collected information like age group, males and females, status of hygiene, source
for drinking water, cleanliness and education status of family. Volunteers learned
how to interact with the peoples and analyze the problems in society.

In the evening at 3.00 p.m. a lecture was organised. The subject for the day
was Organic farming and fish farming. Dr. G.M. Rathod Head of Botany Department
Shrikrishna Mahavidyalya Gunjoti discussed modern approach to framing he said
that organic farming works in harmony with nature rather than against it. Dr. D.M.
Pathan Head of Zoology Department Shrikrishna Mahavidyalya Gunjoti discussed
the importance of Fish Farming to mankind he said that fish are excellent source of
vitamins and less expensive so fish farming is better alternative to reduce stress on

food and provide employment for small scale industries.



Day V:

Day started with Shramdan and remaining survey of village. At 3.00 p.m. a
talk on ‘water management and farming’ was organised. Dr. M. T. Suryawanshi Head
of Geography Department was president for this talk and Prof. R. G. Koli of
Geography department the speaker of the day discussed various water conservation
strategy and sustainable use of water for farming. Dr. M. T. Suryawanshi discussed
various technologies for ground water recharge.

Day VI:

On the sixth day Blood Donation camp was organised by NSS unit in
collaboration with shrikrishna Blood Bank, Omerga. The NSS volunteers actively
participated in blood donation camp and 27 blood donor donated blood durin
camp.

In the evening women health camp was organised. Dr. Ambika Patange -
Gynaecologist accepted the request of our NSS unit and visited camp with her
assistants. A public announcement was made and door to door communication was

made by our volunteers to inform women to avail for health checkups. The

response was excellent.
Day VII: Valedictory:

The VII day was the closing day of camp. The day began with shramdan.
Volunteers cleaned the school premises and watered the plants. Sarpanch village
peoples and school boys joined hands for some times.

The second session of day was allotted to valedictory function. The function
